THE SECOND SUNDAY OF LENT - Lent is a journey
—the journey of the Church to the celebration of
the Paschal Mystery of the Lord’s death and
resurrection.

This journey’s aim is made very explicitly in the
Liturgy of the Word of today’s Mass.

In the first reading we hear of Abraham. For the
people of both the old and new covenants
Abraham is — as the Roman Canon (the first
Eucharistic Prayer makes plain) — ‘our father if
faith.” That Abraham was obedient in going to a
new country with a promise that God will build on
his faith a people he will call his own. Today we
here about the depth of Abrahams faith that was
willing to give up what was most precious.

In this story of Abraham and Isaac we see an
image of God who would give up his own Son in
sacrifice on the wood of the cross.

The gospel reading, with its account of the
Transfiguration, gives the disciples a glimpse of the
glory of Easter — that for a fleeting moment Peter,
James and John see ‘the glory that is his as the
only Son of the Father’. However, the glory of the
resurrection could only manifest itself after Jesus
had taken the path to the Cross.

Elijah appeared to them with Moses; and they were talking
with Jesus. Then Peter spoke to Jesus: ‘Rabbi,” he said ‘it is
wonderful for us to be here; so let us make three tents, one for
you, one for Moses and one for Elijah.” He did not know what to
say; they were so frightened. And a cloud came, covering them
in shadow; and there came a voice from the cloud, ‘This is my
Son, the Beloved. Listen to him.” Then suddenly, when they
looked round, they saw no one with them any more but only
Jesus.

As they came down from the mountain he warned them to tell
no one what they had seen, until after the Son of Man had risen
from the dead. They observed the warning faithfully, though
among themselves they discussed what ‘rising from the dead’
could mean.
