FIFTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY The healings and exorcisms of Jesus are a visible manifestation that the 

Kingdom of God is breaking into and conquering the world - that all things are being made new in and through 

Christ.  The Gospels see illness as part of our fallen human condition which Jesus comes to heal and make 

whole. 

Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament There is an opportunity for us all to spend time with Our Lord in silent prayer and 

meditation every Thursday at Saint Francis, Baddesley Clinton.  Christ has chosen to be with us in the Eucharist until the 

end of time.
