WELCOME TO MASS:  Today’s scriptures speak of the urgency of God’s 
message for His people. Amos, challenged by the priest Amaziah who like 
the king, does not want to hear the challenge of prophecy, is told to be 
quiet and go away. But it is God who has given him the message and God 
who has asked him to speak. There can be no higher authority. So, how 
much more this applies in the person of Jesus! He shares His authority with 
the Apostles, sending them out to conquer evil and to preach repentance 
and to cure the sick. Yet He and His apostles will meet stubborn hearts and 
deaf ears. But there are differences between what Jesus does and what He 
sends the Apostles to do. The apostles are here not raising the dead as 
Jesus did, and they’re using oil to cure the sick which Jesus didn’t. But it is 
clear that they act with His blessing and with urgency.  
Today is known as Sea Sunday as the annual collection for Stella Maris (Star 
of the Sea), the Church’s work with seafarers, happens today. Please pray 
for all who work far from home to make world trade happen.

Congratulations on your engagement! To arrange a wedding, an initial 
meeting with Fr Stephen is vital so that the canonical and civil processes 
can be correctly followed. Couples need to give at least six months’ notice. 

ARRANGING A BAPTISM 
Congratulations on the birth of your baby! First, parents must begin the 
process by seeing Fr Stephen in person at a Sunday Mass. He can then 
check a few simple facts and give out a baptism application form. We do 
not deal with initial arrangements by phone, email or through other mem-
bers of the family, but face to face. Parents need to attend a preparation 
session before the baptism can take place.
