TWENTY-THIRD SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 

St. James reminds us in our second reading today that we should not have a higher regard for those 

who are well-dressed and well-heeled.  For him such an attitude is incompatible with faith in the one 

who washed the feet of his own disciples and who said:  “Anyone who wants to become great among 

you must be your slave.”  Discrimination against the poor, or partiality towards the wealthy, is 

seriously at odds with the teaching of Christ who, though equal with God, made himself poor so that 

we might be rich.
